Opening: [15 mins] Begin with an opening prayer and then a brief “catch up” or “icebreaker” before moving into the scripture reflection and application questions.

Scripture Reflection: [20 mins] Have the group read John 16:20, 33 (NLT). After allowing time to reflect on the passage, ask what stands out and why.

Application Questions: [40 mins] (These questions will help you and your group dig deeper into the weekend sermon. Feel free to edit or use only those which fit your allotted time.)

1. On Easter Sunday, we heard, “When Jesus rose, it was heaven’s declaration that His substitutionary sacrifice was accepted and the debt of sin and death is fully paid for those who place their faith in Christ.”
a. What does it personally look like for you to live as if your debt has truly been paid and not just believe it intellectually? 
b. Where are you still tempted to carry guilt or “earn” God’s approval instead of resting in Christ’s finished work?

2. The Easter sermon had the following promise, “Because of our hope in ultimate resurrection, we have confidence that if there is anything in our lives that is wrong, painful, or evil, those things WILL be transformed unto perfect joy for eternity.”
a. How does this promise encourage you or change the way you view a current struggle or pain in your life?
b. What is one area in your life where you find it hard to believe that God can transform it into perfect joy?  Why?  
 
3. The closing Easter sermon point was, “Jesus’ resurrection guarantees that hope is available to anyone - right now.”
a. What does “hope right now” look like in your today, not just in the future?
b. Is there someone in your life who needs the hope of the Gospel? What’s one practical step you can take this week to share that hope with them?

Closing & Prayer: [15 mins]

· Pray that God would help those in your group and our church live in the hope of Jesus resurrection and would courageously share that hope with others.
