

“One Minute After You Die” – Pt 1 of 3
Apr-11/12, 2026

Speaker: Tom Hughes

Opening: [15 mins] Begin with an opening prayer and then a brief “catch up” or “icebreaker” before moving into the scripture reflection and application questions.

Scripture Reflection: [20 mins] Have the group read 2 Cor 5:1-8 (NLT). After allowing time to reflect on the passage, ask what stands out and why.

Application Questions: [40 mins] (These questions will help you and your group dig deeper into the weekend sermon. Feel free to edit or use only those which fit your allotted time.)

1. Tom shared, “If you think there’s no God, no eternal life, then this life is all about now – selfishness, pleasure, comfort. If you believe God made you for His glory, you live differently. Your choices, your priorities, your heart, your mind – they all change.”
a. In what areas of your life are you most tempted to live for comfort, pleasure, or self?
b. Share an example of how your belief in God & eternity practically shape your day-to-day decisions around things such as your relationships, time, and/or money?  

2. 2 Cor 5:9-10 says, “So whether we are here in this body or away from this body, our goal is to please him. 10 For we must all stand before Christ to be judged. We will each receive whatever we deserve for the good or evil we have done in this earthly body.”
a. What do you imagine is a life that is pleasing to Christ?  What are some of the things that can distract you from living that way?  
b. How does the reality of standing before Christ to be judged for your works as a believer (not your salvation) impact your daily choices, priorities, and actions? 

3. Tom stated, “One reason for us to know about the “final judgement” now is that the final judgment provides great urgency for sharing the good news of Jesus.”
a. Has the reality of “final judgment” on earth shaped your sense of urgency to share the gospel with others?  Why or why not?
b. Who has God put into your life to share the good news with?  What’s one practical next step you could take to do so this week?

Closing & Prayer: [15 mins]

· Lead your group in a time of praying for one another.
· Pray that God would help those in your group and our church live with the goal of pleasing Christ and with a sense of urgency to share the gospel with those around them.
