

“One Minute After You Die” – Pt 2 of 3
Apr-18/19, 2026

Opening: [15 mins] Begin with an opening prayer and then a brief “catch up” or “icebreaker” before moving into the scripture reflection and application questions.

Scripture Reflection: [20 mins] Have the group read Matthew 7:12-14 (NLT). After allowing time to reflect on the passage, ask what stands out and why.

Application Questions: [40 mins] (These questions will help you and your group dig deeper into the weekend sermon. Feel free to edit or use only those which fit your allotted time.)

1. Tom said there are two reasons why “hell” exists, even though God is good: “To deal righteously with Satan & demons, and to deal righteously with evil, unrepentant people.”
a. Do these two reasons agree with, challenge or reshape your view of “hell”?
b. If God did not deal with evil in Satan and unrepentant people, what would that say about His character?

2. Tom stated, “We remake God as we want him so we can live comfortably in our sins.”
a. Share a time when you “remade God” to live comfortably in a sin?  How did that change? What did that reveal about how you view God, yourself, or sin?

3. Tom shared the following about “hell”; “One way to think about hell is it’s the place where God lets us go when we unrepentantly decide we don’t want to be part of God’s kingdom and would rather that God just leave us alone.”
a. Is there a specific area in your life where you are resisting God’s rule – a relationship, at work, finances, sharing the Gospel with an unbeliever you know, etc.?  What keeps you from fully trusting him with that part of your life?  What’s one practical step you can take to move towards obedience?


Closing & Prayer: [15 mins]

· Lead your group in a time of praying for one another.
· Pray that God would help those in your group and our church have a Biblical view of hell that would shape how they live and shape their sense of urgency in sharing the Gospel with the lost.
