

“One Minute After You Die” – Pt 3 of 3
Apr-25/26, 2026

Opening: [15 mins] Begin with an opening prayer and then a brief “catch up” or “icebreaker” before moving into the scripture reflection and application questions.

Scripture Reflection: [20 mins] Have the group read 2 Cor 4:17-18 (NRSV). After allowing time to reflect on the passage, ask what stands out and why.

Application Questions: [40 mins] (These questions will help you and your group dig deeper into the weekend sermon. Feel free to edit or use only those which fit your allotted time.)

1. In his sermon about “heaven”, Tom said one of the myths about heaven is, “Heaven will be boring.”
a. Before hearing Tom’s sermon, what were your beliefs about heaven?
b. Why do you think some might believe that “heaven will be boring”?

2. Tom said, according to the Apostle Paul (2 Cor 4:17-18), “This world in its current fallen state is NOT your home. It’s preparation for an eternal weight of glory, and an opportunity to walk by faith – to trust Christ before we see him face to face.”
a. What are some ways you can tell when you’re treating this world like your home instead of a place preparing you for eternity?
b. Is there any area in your life right now where God is giving you the opportunity to “walk by faith and not by sight”? 

3. Tom shared, “One myth about heaven is, ‘Most people are going to heaven anyway’”.  After reading Matt 7:13-14, he stated, “The truth is, only people forgiven by the grace of Jesus go to heaven when they die.”
a. How does that truth impact the way you are living your life?
b. How does that truth impact the way you are engaging with the people around you who don’t yet know Jesus?


Closing & Prayer: [15 mins]

· Lead your group in a time of praying for one another.
· Pray that God would help those in your group and our church have a Biblical view of heaven that would grow their desire to pray for and share the gospel with the lost.
