

“Bright in Babylon” – Pt 1

Opening: [15 mins] Begin with an opening prayer and then a brief “catch up” or “icebreaker” before moving into the scripture reflection and application questions.

Scripture Reflection: [20 mins] Have the group read Titus 1:10-16 (NLT). After allowing time to reflect on the passage, ask what stands out and why.

Application Questions: [40 mins] (These questions will help you and your group dig deeper into the weekend sermon. Feel free to edit or use only those which fit your allotted time.)

1. Tom stated, “Sound doctrine is not merely right – it’s life-giving; false teaching is not merely wrong – it’s life-stealing.”
a. Has there ever been a time in your spiritual journey when you believed something false?  What was it?  How were you impacted?

2. Tom said, “If you loosen your grip on truth, culture will tighten its grip on you.”
a. When and where do you think our current culture tries to get a grip on Christ-followers?
b. Share a personal example of how following God’s Word was life-giving or fruitful despite it conflicting with popular culture?

3. Tom shared, “If you just follow culture, what you believe will be dependent on what generation you were born in. That’s why when culture and God’s Word part ways – Paul calls Christians to hold firmly to the ‘trustworthy message as it has been taught’”.
a. Share an example of something one generation considered true that later became obsolete or rejected by another generation?
b. What habits help you hold firmly to God’s Word despite ongoing culture shift?
