

“Bright in Babylon” – Pt 2
May-16/17, 2026

Opening: [15 mins] Begin with an opening prayer and then a brief “catch up” or “icebreaker” before moving into the scripture reflection and application questions.

Scripture Reflection: [20 mins] Have the group read Titus 2:1-10 (NLT). After allowing time to reflect on the passage, ask what stands out and why.

Application Questions: [40 mins] (These questions will help you and your group dig deeper into the weekend sermon. Feel free to edit or use only those which fit your allotted time.)

1. Tom said, “Healthy teaching lived out produces healthy lives in every generation.  Older men are to be anchors, older women are to train younger women, young men are to live with self-control.”
a. Which part of this challenges you most right now; being an anchor, investing in someone younger, or growing in self-control - and why?
b. What is one practical way you can spiritually invest in another generation this week (mentoring, encouraging, listening, modeling your faith, etc.)?

2. Tom stated, “Our lives can make the gospel beautiful or ugly. When we live with integrity, humility, faith, hope, & love – the gospel shines, but when we live with hypocrisy, self-righteousness, pride – the gospel dims.”
a. In what area(s) of your life do you see the gospel “shining”?  Where is the gospel “dimmed” in your life because of an un-Christlike attitude or behavior?

3. Tom shared, “Grace doesn’t just forgive us, it trains us to renounce ungodliness and worldly passions.  Grace is power that teaches us to say ‘no’ to sin, compromise, destructive desires, and to say ‘yes’ to something better - living self-controlled, upright, and godly lives in the present age.”
a. Where in your life is grace calling you to say “no” to something?  What’s making that feel difficult? 
b. What is one “better yes” God may be inviting you into this week (a habit, mindset, or action) that reflects a more self-controlled, upright, and godly life?


Closing & Prayer: [15 mins]

· Pray that God would help those in your group and our church live in His grace to say “no” to sin and compromise, and “yes” to godly living in this present age.
