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Speaker: Levi Walker

Opening: [15 mins] Begin with an opening prayer and then a brief “catch up” or “icebreaker” before moving into the scripture reflection and application questions.

Scripture Reflection: [20 mins] Have the group read Titus 3:3-15(NLT). After allowing time to reflect on the passage, ask what stands out and why.

Application Questions: [40 mins] (These questions will help you and your group dig deeper into the weekend sermon. Feel free to edit or use only those which fit your allotted time.)

1. Levi said, “We are called to DO what is GOOD, not just TALK what is BAD.” Read Jeremiah 29:7
a. How does acknowledging God's hand behind a difficult circumstance change the way we view our current environment?
b. How does shifting your perspective to see that God has placed you in your current situation change how you view your daily obligations?
c. Read Jeremiah 29:7, highlight the phrase “…for its welfare will determine your welfare.” In what ways is the well-being of CA, a local church, explicitly tied to the well-being of the surrounding secular community?

2. Levi’s second point, “Because God devoted Himself to our GOOD, we devote OURSELVES to doing GOOD.” Read Titus 3:3-8.
a. Verse 4 begins with a massive shift: "But when the kindness and the love of God... appeared." Look back at your own life story. What did that specific moment look or feel like when God's kindness finally broke through to you?
b. How does regularly remembering our own pre-Christian flaws develop attitudes of grace and mercy in us toward non-believers or people in general?
c. Paul notes that these good works are "excellent and profitable for everyone." Look at the current needs in our local neighborhood or church community. What is one collective, practical "good work" our small group could do together to serve others?


Closing & Prayer: [15 mins]

· Lead your group in a time of praying for one another.
· Pray that God would help those in your group and our church live in His grace to say “no” to sin and compromise, and “yes” to godly living in this present age.
