

“Eyes Up:  See What Jesus Sees” – Pt 1
May-30/31, 2026

Speaker: Tom Hughes

Opening: [15 mins] Begin with an opening prayer and then a brief “catch up” or “icebreaker” before moving into the scripture reflection and application questions.

Scripture Reflection: [20 mins] Have the group read Matt 9:35-38 (NLT). After allowing time to reflect on the passage, ask what stands out and why.

Application Questions: [40 mins] (These questions will help you and your group dig deeper into the weekend sermon. Feel free to edit or use only those which fit your allotted time.)

1. Tom said, “Jesus didn’t just notice people; he felt something for them.”
a. Living in a big city, what do you typically “feel” when you encounter the “harassed and helpless” – the least, the last, the lost?
b. What is one practical way you can extend God’s love & grace to someone in this group the next time you have an encounter?

2. Tom shared, “There are more people who want hope than there are people willing to bring it.  The bottleneck for revival is not God’s power, but the disciple’s participation.”
a. What are some of the ways you participate in building God’s kingdom?  What obstacles tend to keep you from participating more fully?
b. Can you think of any practical ways you can move from simply hoping for God to work to actively participating in what He is doing around you? 

3. Tom stated, “You are not just living in Los Angeles; you are sent to Los Angeles. There is no such thing as an ‘unsent Christian’.”
a. How does that statement inform your thinking about why God placed you in Los Angeles? 
b. Tom asked us to name 3 people “far from God, but close to you”.  Share those names with your group and one practical step you can take to “go” as Jesus commands.


Closing & Prayer: [15 mins]

· Lead your group in a time of prayer for one another.
· Pray that God would help those in your group and our church be a people who would feel compassion for the lost and live as those “sent as laborers for the harvest”.
