

“Eyes Up:  See What Jesus Sees” – Pt 3
June 13/14, 2026

Opening: [15 mins] Begin with an opening prayer and then a brief “catch up” or “icebreaker” before moving into the scripture reflection and application questions.

Scripture Reflection: [20 mins] Have the group read Matt 9:35-38 (NLT). After allowing time to reflect on the passage, ask what stands out and why.

Application Questions: [40 mins] (These questions will help you and your group dig deeper into the weekend sermon. Feel free to edit or use only those which fit your allotted time.)

1. Matt shared, “Telling others about Jesus begins with confidence, not having all the answers, but being able to share what you know to be true about Him and the hope He has given you.”
a. If someone asked you today why you follow Jesus, what would you say? 
b. What keeps you from talking about your faith more openly with others? 

2. Matt encouraged, "Our lives should give people a glimpse of what trusting Jesus looks like through the way we pray, serve, forgive, and love others.”
a. Name someone in your life who showed you what it looks like to follow Jesus?  What made their example so impactful?
b. Where has God already given you "a seat at the table" with someone – family, work, school, neighborhood – who needs God? How can you show them God’s love?

3. Matt said, “Jesus was moved with compassion because He saw people as ‘confused and helpless, like sheep without a shepherd.’ Compassion is seeing a need and choosing to respond.”
a. Who in your life – an individual or a group of people – might God be asking you to see with more compassion and less judgment? 
b. What is one practical way you can respond to someone who is searching for hope?


Closing & Prayer: [15 mins]

· Lead your group in a time of prayer for one another.
· Pray that God would help those in your group and our church be a people who see and respond to the needs of those He places in their life.
