

“God’s Kingdom Come”, Pt 1
June 20/21, 2026

Opening: [15 mins] Begin with an opening prayer and then a brief “catch up” or “icebreaker” before moving into the scripture reflection and application questions.

Scripture Reflection: [20 mins] Have the group read Matt 9:35-38 (NLT). After allowing time to reflect on the passage, ask what stands out and why.

Application Questions: [40 mins] (These questions will help you and your group dig deeper into the weekend sermon. Feel free to edit or use only those which fit your allotted time.)

1. Jesus compared God's Kingdom to a “mustard seed” – tiny and seemingly insignificant, yet eventually becoming something large and life-giving, often advancing through ordinary acts of faithfulness that seem small at the time.
a. What are some "small seeds" God may be asking you to plant right now?
b. Can you think of a time when a small act of obedience produced a much bigger impact than you expected? 

2. Tom said, “Our Job is Faithfulness; God's Job is Growth. We may not always see immediate results, but God is always at work beneath the surface.” 
a. Where are you tempted to give up because you don't see results?  What would help you to remain faithful and trust God with the outcome? 

3. Tom shared, “Jesus calls His followers to live differently than the surrounding culture: humility over pride, forgiveness over revenge, generosity over selfishness, and obedience over simply following our feelings.” 
a. In what area of your life do you most need to "life differently than the surrounding culture?  What would make that change possible?

4. Jesus taught us to pray, "Your kingdom come, your will be done, on earth as it is in heaven."
a. What is one specific area of your life where you want God's Kingdom to come more fully in your life? 
b. How can you stay hopeful and faithful when you don't see immediate progress? 


Closing & Prayer: [15 mins]
