Details for Optional Sturdy-Built Floor System

Foundation size is 12'-0" x 20'-0". Check local building codes in your area, the construction may
have to change. For a concrete slab, install sill sealer as a moisture barrier between the concrete and
the wall plates. Foam sill sealer can be purchased at home centers in rolls 3-1/2" or wider.

2. Cut (13) thirteen 2x4-12' floor joist to 11'-9". Treated lumber may be thicker than 1-1/2". Take
this into account when cutting the length of floor joists. Shorten the joist measurements if
necessary to obtain 12'-0" building width.

3. Place 4x4-10' treated timbers on the ground. Cut (2) two 2x4-8' boards into 2' long blocks to
secure the 4x4s where they butt together.

Install the floor joists cut above between the 12" joist headers. Secure with 16d galv. deck nails.

5. Place floor sections over the 4x4s. Square floor. Measure the floor diagonally (corner to corner).
These measurements will be the same if the floor is square (203-5/8"). To keep the 2x4 frame
from moving, toenail frame to the 4x4 runners.

4. Install the first Oriented Strand Board (OSB) panel flush with the side of the wall stud and
flush with the top 2x4 plate. Nail siding with 6d common nails, spaced 8" apart. Cut the OSB
flush with the 2x4 bottom plate if you are installing the building on a concrete slab.

5. Install (2) two more OSB panels.

Erect back wall and side walls. The 'C' marks on side walls must be at each end. Secure walls
together at the corners. Use (4) four 10d sinkers per corner. Temporarily install (2) two pre-
cut studs at both sides of the door opening to hold the wall straight. These boards will be used
in a later step.

Starting at back corner install a OSB panel flush with the back wall 2x4 frame and flush with
top plate. Nail OSB to back wall and all 2x4s using 6d common nails spaced 8" apart

Install (4) four more OSB panels. Last panel will extend 3-1/2" past wall to receive front wall
panel.

Start at back wall and apply OSB to opposite wall.
Erect front wall panel and secure corners with 10d sinkers. Nail OSB to front wall.

Cut and remove bottom 2x4 from door opening.

Nail walls to floor through bottom plate. Use 16d galv nails or, if erecting on a concrete slab,
concrete anchor bolts (not included) spaced 24" apart

Step 6 Assemble Roof Gables

Cut (2) two 2x4-12' boards to a length of 144".

2. Place one of the 144" boards on the floor along with (2) two 80-1/2" long 2x4 rafters as
shown below. Bottom 144" plate will be on edge. Rafters will lay flat.

There are short 2x4s, that may have an angle on one end, supplied in the Kkit.

[@ Use these to hold the rafters and bottom gable plate together by temporarily
screwing the blocks to the floor using 2-1/2" screws. This will ensure that
the gable frames and the trusses are identical.

3. Secure the top of the rafters together with a 1"x4" barbed metal drive-on plate.

4. Install (2) two 23-1/2" gable studs with angle cut at one end. Nail through the bottom
plate with 10d sinkers and secure the top with barbed metal drive-on plates.

6. Secure the 2x4 bottom plate to the\ truss rafter with a 2-1/2" wood screw on both ends.
Set gable aside.

7. Repeat steps to assemble another gable.



Step7 Assemble Roof Trusses

1. Place (2) two 80-1/2" long 2x4 truss rafters and a 82" long collar tie together as shown below.
The collar tie has an angle cut on both ends. Reposition the lower 2x4 blocks to hold the truss

rafters in place. See 'Detail B'.

2. Secure the 2x4 truss rafters at the top with a 8" x 16" wood gusset. Apply wood glue between
the 2x4s and the gusset. Nail the gusset to the 2x4s with (14) fourteen 6d common nails,

3. Secure the 2x4 collar tie with (4) four 2-1/2" long wood screws at each end. Tip: Pre-drill holes
with an 1/8" bit to prevent wood splitting at ends.

4. Turn this truss over and apply a wood gusset to the opposite side at the ridge.

5. Repeat to assemble (8) eight more trusses.

Step 8 Install Primed Soffit and Fillers

Locate a 7" wide x 48-3/4" primed soffit with 'tongue' and 'LAP' edges. Install over the side
wall with the primed side facing down. The 'tongue' edge should be flush with front wall plate,
NOT over OSB. Tack the soffit with a couple 6d common nails. Installing 2x4 tie plates in a

later step will provide more nailing.
2. Install (4) four more soffit panels. Cut the last soffit flush with the 2x4 wall plate.
