· To increase access to peer-led support by actively involving diverse groups and individuals affected by chronic pain.
· To encourage greater representation and a strengthened sense of community belonging amongst people living with chronic pain.
· To contribute towards the vision of Barnsley 2030 – The Place of Possibilities, by fostering inclusive and supportive environments for all residents managing chronic pain.


Grant Details
· Competitive Process: There may be only one successful application per organisation. Additional applications for the same group will be rejected. 
· Funding: The maximum funding per group/organisation is £5,000. Collaborative applications are accepted, for up to £5,000 each. 
· Project length: Organisations can apply for funding of up to a maximum of £5,000 over 1 year
· Monitoring: Must be completed and returned, within 6-weeks of completion of project. Further grant awards will not be released until this has been received. 
Please note that funding is limited, and no application is guaranteed to receive grant funding. The Council’s decision is final, and it reserves the right to award funding to any number of organisations, or to none at all, if applications are deemed unsuitable in the Council’s absolute discretion.
The Council shall not be liable to any organisation for any losses arising from this process or from an unsuccessful funding application.
