MINUTES OF EGGLESTON PARISH COUNCIL MEETINGG HELD ON 

WEDNESDAY 4TH JULY

Item 1.  Attendees:  Cllr J. Donald; Cllr S. Gillard; Cllr E. Henderson; Cllr R. Hutchinson;  Cllr L. Oxby              Cllr M. Souter; Cllr W. Greenfield (chairman and minute taker). 
Item 2. Accepted Apologies: None. 
Item 3. Declaration of interest. None.  The chairman confirmed that nobody wished to record the meeting. 
Item 4. Minutes of 6th June  for acceptance and signature.  The minutes were proposed as correct by Cllr Henderson; Seconded by Cllr Gillard.  All in agreement.  Signed by the Chairman. 
Item 5.  Matters Arising.  


a. Item 13 from previous minutes. The footpath on Dr Bradshaw's land.  Cllr Gillard will 
contact DCC and visit Dr Bradshaw. 


b. The following items were discharged – Gatehouse garage; informing DCC council support 
for planning at 3 Prospect Terrace.  Other actions are recorded on the excel spreadsheet.  
Item 6 Planning.  There were no planning applications to discuss.   
Item 7. Feedback from Meetings. 


a. Cllr Greenfield had attended the on-site meeting at Leekworth Gardens.  The chairmen 
had agreed that work was required on the west end roof.  This would mean that our income 
from the letting would be approximately £50.00 less next year.   Middleton/Newbiggin clerk 
was dealing with contractors.  


b. Cllr Oxby had attended a Police Meeting “In the Know” at UTASS.  Inspector Ed Turner 
presided.  Information that was passed on – 3 numberplate recognition cameras would be 
placed in the upper dale;  credit card fraud was increasing – banks do not ring people and 
ask for their details – scammers are very clever;  there are regular drop-in session at UTASS 
lunch and evenings – UTASS promulgates these. They are worth attending.  Many people 
are finding difficulty getting into Middleton tip without a licence, even when they are 
genuine householders.  Licences can be obtained on-line through DCC website.   
Item 8. Finance.   


a. Community a/c = £316.34; Active Saver = £9344.49; Active Saver = £2715.17.  The 
Chairman signed the account pages.  Whilst considering the Recreation Park finances it was 
observed that we had not yet seen the latest  ROSPA report.  ACTION. Cllr Greenfield to 
chase.

b. Statutory check ACTION  Cllr Henderson volunteered to do the checks by the end of July. 


c.  Expenditure:  Data Controller Fee £40.00 Proposed Cllr Henderson, Seconded Cllr Donald 


Repair of the council laptop – approximately £60.00 invoice yet to be received. Proposed by 
Cllr Henderson Seconded by Cllr Gillard.   Both amounts unanimously agreed.  Full Year 
Forecast would be inspected at the August meeting.


d. Transparency Code.  All councillors were given a copy of the latest reminder from Steve 
Ragg.  Christine Bell had ensured that we had adhered to the regulations.  See website 

Item 9 Benches – Planning statement.   The Chirman had discovered that councils were supposed to have a planning stamnet for the benches they had and plans to place more benches where needed, It was agreed that the work completed by Cllr Hutchinson had provided us with such a plan and no more benches were required in the parish at this time.  The benches would be monitred by Cllr Hutchinson as the lead councillor.  There was  aneed to check that the person who had put the replacement bench on the village green had public liability insurance. 

 ACTION The chairman would ask Secretary of the Carnival Committe to confirm this. 
Item 10.  Speed checks and update.   Cllr Oxby was disappointed that so few parishioners had come forward for training.  This was going ahead.  Despite talking with Lee Mowbray and Steve Jones DCC Highways office were not interested in 1. cleaning the slow sign on B6278 at folly which was so green it was invisible; 2. extending the 40mph sign from Hill Top to Blackton.  Due to the recurring raod works on the bridge the traffic was being slowed by traffic lights.  
ACTION Cllr Henderson would talk to Keith Jamieson when he was next at County Hall. 
Item 11.  Parish Clerk Issues.  


a. Appointment of new clerk. Cllrs Donald, Gillard and Oxby had interviewed one candidate. 


b. Timesheets. Christine Bell had worked for 11.5 hours in July. It was suggested that due 
to the 47 hours she had worked in May to prepare for handover and checking all our 
paperwork for GDPR  that she should be paid 20 hours.  Proposed Cllr Henderson Seconded 
Cllr Oxby. Unanimous agreement.     


c. Correspondence.           1.   Letter from CAB for financial support. After discussion it was  

agreed not to supoort this request.  ACTION Chairman to respond accordingly.
