The Columbia (MD) Chapter, The Links Incorporated, a chapter within The Links, Incorporated, is a volunteer not-for-profit 501 (c4) organization that is committed to purposeful service in the community.  The Columbia (MD) Chapter focusses its activities and service on the enrichment, sustaining, and ensuring the culture and economic survival of African American and other person of African Ancestry.  The Chapter was chartered in 1975 and has grown to its current membership of 57 members.
The Columbia (MD) Chapter is issuing a request for proposal (RFP) for financial services.  Our financial guidelines require an external review when the organization’s gross receipts are greater than $50,000.  The requirements for the financial services consist of the following:
· Review of Financial Statements ($50,001-$150,000) – The accountant will apply analytical procedures to management’s financial records/data and make inquiries of company management and merely state whether he or she is aware of any material modifications that should be made to the financial statements for them to be in conformity with generally accepted accounting principles (GAAP). (Limited assurance)
· Audited Financial Statements (over $150,000) - The licensed CPA examines your accounting records and financial statements and conducts an independent investigation to test the accuracy of your accounting records and internal controls. At the conclusion of the audit, the auditor issues a report in the form of a letter stating whether, in the auditor’s professional judgment, your accounting records and year-end financial statements fairly represent the nonprofit’s financial position according to generally accepted accounting principles (GAAP). 

· Generation of a “No-Legal” Letter

· Generation of the Associated 990 – 
· Annual gross receipts less than $200,000 and total assets less than $500,000 can file either Form 990-EZ or Form 990. 
· Annual gross receipts of $200,000 or more or total assets of $500,000 or more must file Form 990. 
· Annual gross receipts of $50,000 or less may file the Form 990-N (e-Postcard).

· Proposed scope of services and cost for the items outlined above
· Schedule and timeline for deliverables
