Saviour and Lord.

Quiet Morning: Held the week before Confirmation, ending with Confession. This time of reflection
prepares candidates spiritually for the sacrament.

Confirmation Date: To be announced closer to the time.

The lesson plan prescribed by the diocese is followed, but we adapt it to challenge, nurture, and
prepare candidates for living out their faith in today’s world.

The facilitators will put forward the names of the candidates they think are ready for Confirmation.
However, it is ultimately the decision of the Rector who will be confirmed.
