PRAYER IS IMPORTANT ENCOURAGING WORDS 

                         We Are To Be An Example! 

     There are some passages that are so familiar that 
you just skim right over them.  There are some  
passages that we think “don’t apply me,” so we move 
right past them.  Let’s take look at a passage that might 
fall into one of these categories for you and make sure 
we make the proper application. 
     1 Timothy 4:12 – Don’t let anyone look down on you 
because you are young, but set an example for the  
believers in speech, in conduct, in love, in faith and in 
purity. 
     All Christians are responsible for being an example 
for others to follow!  This includes being an example to 
both believers and unbelievers and obviously applies 
to both young and old Christians! 
All Christians must be an example “in word.” Others 
are listening to the words you say and how you say 
them.  Set a worthy example for them to follow. 
All Christians must be an example “in conduct.” 
Peter talks about “having your conduct honorable 
among the Gentiles” (1 Pet. 2:12).  Do others see Christ 
in you? 
All Christians must be an example “in love.” If one’s 
words and conduct are not filled with and motivated 
by love, he is “nothing” and it will “profit” him 
“nothing.” 
All Christians must be an example “in spirit.” One’s 
attitude says loads about them!  Does your attitude 
look like Jesus? 
All Christians must be an example “in faith.” A 
Christian is to be more than just “a good person.”  We 
must “walk worthy of the Lord, fully pleasing 
Him” (Col. 1:10), so that others may see Him (Gal. 
2:20)!  He’s the focus! 
All Christians must be an example “in purity.” A 
Christian is to look different!  He is not to be 
“conformed to this world” (Rom. 12:2), but to live a life 
that is “perfecting holiness in the fear of God.”  
(2 Cor. 6:14-7:1)
