Count each piece of glass on each floor. Multiply pieces x $$
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Bidding is an art, not an exact science.  Take into consideration during the bidding process that all windows are not created equal; size, style, configuration, etc... 
A few factors why residential is more expensive than commercial:
· Residential cleaning can be less frequent. (Usually 1-4 times a year and very weather related)
· Usually customer expectations are much higher than commercial.
· They are time sensitive scheduled jobs
Factors that may increase Base price:
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· Accessibility 
· Size of glass
· Screens- Wipe down vs. Full Clean
· Mullions
· Landscaping
· Schedule (Weekend or Emergency request)
· Equipment 
· Safety concerns  
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
