	The Family Drug and Alcohol Court (FDAC) helps families where there are concerns about the welfare of children as a result of parental substance misuse, or parental substance misuse and domestic abuse. It brings together care proceedings for children with additional resources and support, through a court-based family intervention that aims to improve children’s outcomes by addressing the entrenched difficulties of their parents. FDAC is also offered to families who enter the pre-proceedings process as a result of parental substance use, domestic abuse and poor emotional wellbeing. The aim is to reduce the likelihood of care proceedings and influence sustainable change.
