Home - JEP Agreement

This Code of Conduct outlines the expectations for all young people
participating in centre and whilst on JEP trips and visits to ensure a safe,
enjoyable and respectful experience for everyone. By attending JEP centres
and trips, young people agree to abide by these rules:

1. General Behaviour Expectations

- Respect for Others: YPs must treat fellow students, all JEP staff, trip
staff, and members of the public with courtesy and respect always.

« Follow Instructions: YPs must promptly follow all instructions given by
any member of JEP staff, trip leaders, or venue staff to ensure safety
and the smooth running of activities.

- Positive Representation: YPs are ambassadors of JEP and must
demonstrate behaviour that reflects positively on themselves and JEP.

2. Prohibited Actions

- Smoking and Vaping: Smoking and the use of vaping devices are strictly
prohibited throughout all centres and during any session out of centre,
regardless of age or location.

- Alcohol and Drugs: Possession or consumption of alcohol, illegal
substances, or any other prohibited items is not allowed under any
circumstances.

- Inappropriate Behavior: Bullying, harassment, or any form of
disrespectful or disruptive behaviour will not be tolerated.
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5. Dress Code

- YPs should wear appropriate clothing suitable for the activities and
ensure that their attire represents the JEP positively.

6. Consequences for Misconduct

- Minor infractions will result in immediate verbal warnings and possible
additional restrictions on participation in activities.
Serious breaches, including smoking, vaping, or other prohibited
behaviour, may result in:

A formal report to parents or carers

Removal from certain trip activities.

Immediate return to a JEP centre or home depending on the
circumstances

Being sent home
