NO: Broken light bulbs 
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Single-use and rechargeable household batteries, A’s, C’s, D’s, & 9V, & button 
batteries.  NO: Car batteries

      BATTERIES 

 

The following batteries require tape. 

• Lithium Batteries 

• Button/Coin Cell 

• Small Sealed Lead Acid  
(SSLA/Pb)  

• Rechargeable Greater than 9V. 
(Ni-Cd, Ni-MH, & Ni-Zn) 

• Alkaline & Carbon Zinc Greater than 12V. 
 

✓ Do not cover chemistry label. 
✓ Only the positive (+) terminal needs to be taped. 
✓ Place large specialty batteries such as cellphones, battery packs, etc. in a clear bag such as Ziploc or 

produce bag. Only one battery per bag. 
 

Separate damaged or leaking batteries.  
(Place together in a plastic bag for easy identification. These require separate special handling.)

Tips for RecyclePlus 

• Store your box where it is protected from rain to avoid 

moisture and mildew on fabric bags.

Place over-full bags outside your box.  

 

• Challenge your household to declutter by 

donating/recycling at least one textile item each time 

you get a pickup.
