Go to an ADA area (3/4 mile of bus route) $4 a ride, call day before, 
runs the bus route times.  You can go anywhere the buses run on this ride.

Phoenix 5:50Am and return 4:30PM. $3.25 one way - $6.50 Day Pass.

There is also an 
AmeriCorps program that is a volunteer assigned to a senior in need of help with 
rides and more.  Grant funded programs -call for availability. No cost, no 
guarantee.
