Psalm 111
VS. 10 The fear of the Lord is the beginning of wisdom;
All those who follow His commandments have a good understanding;
His praise endures forever. This is a good place for us to begin.  Our heart posture. What is your heart posture toward the Lord today? -Who is actually in charge of your life right now? This week?
-Did you show up today somewhat confused who is leading your life?  You or God?
-Did you show up today ready to meet with God? Hear from Him? Reconnect with Him? Enjoy Him?
-What is your heart posture toward the Lord? Humble? Submissive? Hungry? V. aloof/obstinate ??

*The posture of holy reverence, godly fear, deep awe and veneration of God’s nature/presence is the mark of a person ready to meet with Him… to bring our broken and needy life before Him AND be received by Him, blessed by Him, renewed by Him, poured out from Him – feed/fuel your soul!!

-The posture of holy reverence says much about you….YOU GET it!  He is God; you are NOT! You need Him; and we were created for Him! He is the center of our EVERYTHING! To get low and reverence the Lord is the beginning of all true wisdom on this earth…. WORSHIP!! 
=God is alone worthy of all worship! Worship is centered on how we spend our life for His glory -in every thought, every intention, every action, and every desire. God how can I most please you with my life…. For the rest of my life….. His praise endures forever

Vs. 1: Praise the Lord! [Hallelujah!!]
I will give thanks to the Lord with all my heart, -worship is gratitude 
In the company of the upright and in the assembly. -worship involves corporate praise (we need it)
2 Great are the works of the Lord; -worship involves study, investigation, to seek out His handiwork 
They are studied by all who delight in them. -Do you delight in the Lord? His presence/company?
3 Splendid and majestic is His work, -Creation, Fall, Redemption (salvation), Restoration
And His righteousness endures forever.
4 He has caused His wonders to be remembered; (His wonderful acts are a memorial to Him) 
The Lord is gracious and compassionate. God knows all; He sees us; sees our needs =we need Him
5 He has given food to those who fear Him; -Our God is a God of provision; He provides sp. nourishm
He will remember His covenant forever. -God will never leave us alone; drop us; forget us; we are H
6 He has made known to His people the power of His works,-He provides; He gives nations; peoples
In giving them the inheritance of the nations.
7 The works of His hands are truth and justice [Faithfulness]
All His precepts are trustworthy. -His Word, His decrees, His truth, His providence are true/eternal
8 They are upheld forever and ever; God invests in the eternal… (You, me, His Word)
They are performed in truth and uprightness. [Faithfulness]
9 He has sent redemption to His people; -The greatest of God’s Work is His gracious saving of YOU!
He has ordained [commanded] His covenant forever; -God’s faithfulness is a cov. faithfulness
Holy and awesome is His name.

10 The fear of the Lord is the beginning of wisdom; All those who [n]follow His commandments have a good understanding; His praise endures forever!
-Worship; Provision; Faithfulness; Covenant, Memorial – This is our FOOD/Meal today. 
=Worship in gratitude; to remember His covenant love in Jesus Christ. Who He is; What Jesus did!
*As we worship, we remember the sacrifice of Jesus who is the Lord’s provision of sp. nourishment!
