Policy Statement
(INSERT YOUR CLUB/SCHOOL NAME) is committed to managing behaviour positively and proactively. Exclusion is used only when necessary to safeguard children and staff. Every child will be treated with respect, dignity, and fairness, and exclusion decisions will be based on serious or persistent breaches of the behaviour policy, or if allowing a child to remain would risk the welfare of others.

Types of Exclusion
Fixed-Term Exclusion:
A set number of sessions after which a child may return. Parents/carers will be informed in writing and a reintegration discussion will take place before return.
Permanent Exclusion:
Used only as a last resort where risk cannot be mitigated. Parents will be given the opportunity to present their views to a senior member of the setting or management team.

Reasons for Exclusion
Exclusion may be considered for:
· Repeated or severe breaches of behaviour expectations
· Physical aggression or harm to others
· Risky behaviours that endanger self or others
· Bullying or discriminatory behaviour
· Failure to comply with safety instructions

Behaviour Monitoring
A staged system is used to monitor and address behaviour:
· Green Card: Minor disruption or concern. Logged and shared with parents.
· Amber Card: Repeated concerns. Three amber cards in one term may lead to suspension.
· Red Card: Serious incidents. May result in suspension or permanent exclusion.

Children with Additional Needs
We will make reasonable adjustments and take into account any special educational needs (SEN) or disabilities. Where a child has identified needs, we will:
· Collaborate with parents and relevant professionals
· Adjust provision appropriately
· Consider alternative strategies before exclusion
If 1:1 support is required based on school provision, parents may need to fund this support within the wraparound setting.

Post-Exclusion
Parents/carers will be:
· Notified without delay of exclusion and reasons
· Given written confirmation of any fixed-term or permanent exclusion
· Informed of their right to request a review of the decision
A reintegration process will be offered following a fixed-term exclusion to support a successful return.
