Detective	Agency	remained	commercially	successful	despite	criticisms	from	some	reviewers,	such	as	John	Nicholson	of	The	Times,	who	deemed	it	"endearingly	dotty"	but	lacking	in	commercial	potential.	Austin	MacCurtain	of	the	Sunday	Times	expressed	similar	sentiments,	stating	that	the	book	was	more	of	the	same	as	Hitchhiker's	and	that	its	cosmic
romp	was	stretched	thin	at	times.	However,	the	novel	still	performed	well,	ranking	ninth	among	hardback	bestsellers	in	the	UK	in	1987.	J.	Michael	Caparula	reviewed	the	book	in	Space	Gamer/Fantasy	Gamer	No.	84,	praising	Adams'	witty	writing	style	and	quirky	spirit,	which	set	it	apart	from	his	earlier	work.	Caparula	noted	that	this	novel	showcased
Adams'	talent	beyond	the	Hitchhiker's	series.	The	book	has	maintained	a	wide	readership	due	to	its	whimsical	sense	of	humor	and	exploration	of	unexplored	possibilities	in	the	universe.	This	was	likely	a	factor	in	introducing	Douglas	Adams	to	evolutionary	biologist	Richard	Dawkins,	who	became	a	fan	of	his	work	and	invited	him	to	his	home	in	London.
Adams'	association	with	Dawkins	led	to	connections	with	other	notable	figures,	including	actress	Lalla	Ward,	whom	he	later	introduced	to	Dawkins.	The	novel	also	shares	plot	elements	with	one	of	Ward's	early	serials	on	Doctor	Who,	City	of	Death.	In	1992,	characters	from	the	book	appeared	on	an	episode	of	the	British	arts	documentary	series	The
South	Bank	Show,	featuring	actors	who	played	roles	in	the	original	television	series.	The	show	has	been	adapted	for	stage	performance	and	radio	broadcasts,	including	an	amateur	radio	series	produced	by	fans	and	a	BBC	Radio	4	adaptation	starring	Harry	Enfield.	In	recent	years,	Above	the	Title	Productions	commissioned	adaptations	of	Adams'	Dirk
Gently	books,	with	the	first	series	premiering	in	2007.	The	proposed	radio	adaptation	of	The	Salmon	of	Doubt,	a	novel	by	Douglas	Adams,	was	never	completed	due	to	the	departure	of	its	producer,	Dirk	Maggs,	who	had	parted	ways	with	Above	the	Title	Productions	to	start	his	own	company.	This	left	the	project	unfinished	and	the	radio	series	unmade.
Meanwhile,	cartoonist	Ray	Friesen	created	an	unauthorized	comic	adaptation	of	the	first	book	for	a	school	report,	which	he	later	posted	online	as	a	webcomic	in	2004.	IDW	Entertainment	and	Ideate	Media	have	since	developed	a	limited	comic	book	series	based	on	Dirk	Gently,	premiering	in	May	2015.	There	have	been	two	television	adaptations	of
Adams'	books	and	characters:	Dirk	Gently,	featuring	the	titular	character,	was	first	announced	at	Hitchcon	in	2009,	with	Ed	Victor,	the	literary	agent	representing	Adams'	estate,	revealing	that	a	TV	adaptation	of	Dirk	Gently's	Holistic	Detective	Agency	was	in	production.	The	initial	pilot	episode	received	positive	feedback,	leading	to	further	episodes
being	commissioned	for	BBC	Four.	A	second	series,	also	titled	Dirk	Gently's	Holistic	Detective	Agency,	was	released	in	2016	on	BBC	America,	starring	Samuel	Barnett	as	the	lead	character.
