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SCHOOL-WIDE DRESS CODE POLICY
September 2024

Dear Seth Low Parents and Students:

Since school is a place of business and learning, students are expected to ““dress for success.” In order to provide
students with an environment conducive to learning, I would like to remind you of our school’s standard of
appropriate dress:

e Head coverings, except for religious purposes, for both males and females, are not permitted.

e No provocative or suggestive clothing shall be worn in school. Inappropriate clothing includes: beach wear,
short-shorts, pants or skirts hanging below the waist, tube tops, spaghetti straps, halters, see-through tops, tank
tops, midriff tops.

e Tops must extend to the waist and meet the waistband of pants, skirts or shorts.

e Undergarments must be concealed at all times.

e Shorts must extend to the length of one’s fingertips when standing straight up. Mini-skirts and short-shorts may
not be worn.

e Flip-flops and slides are not permitted. These are a safety risk.

e Pajama pants/tops are not permitted.

e Clothing with inappropriate language or graphics, as determined by school officials, is not permitted.

e Students must wear school shirts or class colors daily.

o Grade 6 — Class of 2027 — Green Shirts
o Grade 7 - Class of 2026 — Grey Shirts
o Grade 8 — Class of 2025 — Black Shirts

**Students must wear school shirts during all class trips. Students without school shirts will not be permitted on
school trips.**

If a student comes to school wearing clothing not in accordance with this policy, the parent/guardian will be notified
immediately of the need for a change of clothing to be brought to Seth Low.
