COSTA RICA

In 2024, our Beyond Boundaries program continued to create 
powerful, life-changing experiences for system-impacted 
youth through immersive wilderness retreats. 

These journeys provided participants with 
the rare opportunity to step outside of 
their daily environments and into expansive 
landscapes that inspire self-reflection, 
healing, and growth.

This year, we traveled further than 
ever before—taking our youth on two 
transformative trips that truly embodied 
the spirit of going beyond boundaries:

THE POWER OF PRESENCE

In summer 2024, a group of outstanding 
alumni embarked on an international 
expedition to Costa Rica, where 
they experienced the lush beauty of 
rainforests, waterfalls, and coastal 
beaches. Each day was grounded in 
mindfulness and nature-based healing, 
with moments of stillness, group 
reflection, and cultural exploration. From 
hiking through the jungle to connecting 
with local communities, this trip allowed 
our youth to expand their global 
perspective and root themselves in the 
power of presence.
