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The DFE have recently reinforced the need “to create and enforce a clear and rigorous expectation on all schools to promote the fundamental British values of democracy, the rule of law, individual liberty and mutual respect and tolerance of those with different faiths and beliefs”  

The government set out its definition of British Values in the 2011 Prevent Strategy, and these values have been reiterated more recently.  At Little Acorns Kindergarten these values are reinforced regularly and in the following ways:-
Democracy:

We listen to children’s and parent’s voices.  We regularly ask for their feedback termly with the parent/child record, contributions on end of term reports and progress reports.  

Children are encouraged and rewarded to celebrate their individuality and achievements.  Staff give them time to express themselves and encourage questioning minds whilst taking into account others feelings and beliefs.
Rule of Law:
We consistently reinforce the expectations of the children in our setting, taking into account their individual needs and ability.  We have golden rules that reinforce and support the routines and boundaries within the setting. The children are taught the value and reasons behind those expectations that they are there to keep us safe and protect us.  Our behaviour policy outlines a consistent procedure adhered to by all staff which reinforces that there are consequences for those children who do not or are unable to follow our policy..
Individual Liberty:

Children are encouraged to make choices and we support their independence.  The staff work hard to ensure the children feel safe, happy and secure in their environment, building their confidence.  Children are encouraged to know, understand and exercise their rights and personal freedoms within the golden rules and boundaries of the setting but to also recognise that other people’s views are to be respected.
Mutual Respect:
Part of our ethos and behaviour policy has revolved around Core Values such as ‘Respect’.  All staff model behaviour by caring, sharing and listening to others.  Staff help children to understand how to respect by talking about how actions/words can affect others.  Visual supports are used to enable children unable to communicate verbally to express themselves.
Tolerance of those of Different Faiths and Beliefs:

We aim to enhance children’s understanding of all different faiths and beliefs by participating in a range of celebrations throughout the year.  We will plan so that our children experience meaningful learning of other’s faiths and cultures and we encourage parent/carers to participate and support our multi-cultural events.

Prevent Duty:
Little Acorns Kindergarten is aware of the Counter Terrorism and Security Act and will take action if we have concerns about a child and/or their family being drawn into racism, terrorism or other cultural extremism.    Action taken would follow those detailed in our Safeguarding Policies and Procedures. 
Definitions:-

Radicalisation refers to the process by which a person comes to support terrorism and extremism leading to terrorism

Extremism is defined by the Government in the Prevent strategy as Vocal or active opposition to fundamental British values, including democracy, the rule of law, individual liberty and mutual respect and tolerance of different faiths and beliefs.  Also included in the definition of extremism are calls for the death of members of our armed forces.
Terrorism is defined by Government as “The use of violence in order to accomplish political, religious or social objectives”.  Terrorism is a criminal act that influences an audience beyond the immediate victim.  Its effectiveness is not in the act itself but the impact on Government and the public.
