According to Dallas Willard, the Great Omission in the Great Commission is teaching people to do 
everything Jesus has said. While we have taught people what Jesus has said, we have not effectively 
taught people how to do everything Jesus said. If you want to do everything Jesus said, do not try to 
do everything he said. Rather, train yourself to become the kind of person who would easily and 
routinely do everything Jesus said.
