KIWIE FNDN RULES

1. Purpose of the Fund

KIWIE FNDN is a private creative development foundation established by the artist KIWIE, with
the following objectives:

to foster the creative growth and professional development of young artists;

to provide access to materials, knowledge, and opportunities for artistic expression;

to create an environment where young talents can believe in themselves and refine their
skills.

2. Eligible Applicants

Applications for the stipend may be submitted by:

young artists between the ages of 7 and 18 (inclusive);
individuals of any nationality;
persons actively engaged in creative fields (e.g. street art, fashion, interior design,
architecture, drawing, painting, graphic art, illustration, digital art, etc.);

e young people requiring financial, material, or other support for the development of their
talent;

e applicants who can submit a portfolio or samples of their work (photographs, sketches,
digital files, etc.).

KIWIE FNDN supports all forms of creative expression that do not violate generally accepted
ethical and moral standards.

3. Restrictions

The stipend cannot be awarded to:

individuals older than 18 years at the time of application;
applicants with direct personal ties to the KIWIE team members involved in the selection
process;

e young people who have already received the stipend twice in succession (they may
reapply only after a two-year break);



projects or individuals whose works contain discriminatory, aggressive, or otherwise
inappropriate content.

4. Application Requirements

Applications must include:

a short description about the applicant and their creative activities;

at least three samples of their work (photographs or digital files);

a clear explanation of how the stipend will be used (e.g. materials, workshops,
masterclasses);

written consent from a parent or legal guardian, submitted via the FNDN application
form, if the applicant is younger than 16.

5. Stipend Amount and Use

Each selected applicant will receive a stipend of up to EUR 500.

The stipend is transferred to the bank account of the applicant or their legal guardian.
The stipend recipient must submit a report within six months of receiving the stipend,
outlining how the funds were used.

Receipts are not required; however, a written description of expenditures or activities
must be provided, along with photographs of the works created with the support of the
stipend.

6. Application and Selection Process

Applications are accepted twice a year:
o Spring session — applications must be submitted between April 1 and April 30;
results are announced by May 15.
o Autumn session — applications must be submitted between October 1 and
October 30; results are announced by November 15.
Applications are evaluated by a team selected by KIWIE, based on creativity, clarity of
ideas, and potential for development.
The final decision on awarding the stipend is made by the artist KIWIE, based on
professional judgment and the values of the foundation.

7. Foundation Values



Support bold and independent thinking.

Provide opportunities for those who see creativity as refuge and strength.

Inspire and build a movement that transcends conventional “frames.”

Encourage experimentation and the search for new ideas, without fear of mistakes.
Create an environment where young talents feel safe, accepted, and encouraged to be
authentic.

Promote a sustainable creative culture that benefits future generations.

Build a community where collaboration and mutual support are as important as individual
achievements.

8. Other Notes

All personal data is processed in accordance with applicable data protection regulations
(GDPR).

Selected stipend recipients, with their consent, may be featured on KIWIE social media
accounts or website.

The foundation reserves the right not to award stipends if no qualified applications are
received.
