●  Laundromat on 9th Street was heavily damaged and 

Pryor Street was not open. 
● Tide offered laundry services for a year at Walmart.

○ Left 5 washers and dryers inside Walmart. 
● No laundry hook ups in FEMA trailers.
● People were driving to Murray and Paducah to wash 

clothes at their own expense.  



Development/Planning
● Contact Laundromat Rodger Parks(270-562-0855) 

Manager of Speedway’s   
● $500.00 donation for start up. 
● Provide detergent, softener, dryer sheets if clients want 

to use ours.
○ We don't load their clothes. 



● Once a month
○ Last Tuesday of the month 
○ Time slot:  4:30 pm to 7pm. 
○ Have 2 prepaid cards loaded to run washers and 

dryers.
○ Get free dryer time when pay for so many 

washes

Development/Planning



● Ticket numbers: 
○ Use post it notes on washers to keep count of 

number of washed loads.
○ Double the number of total loads washed to 

include drying.
○ We do not limit the number of loads that a 

family can wash.
○ Tally number of families as they come in.
○ We ask no questions.

Implementation



● Leave $2.00 prepaid cards for people who still have 
washers running for dryers.

● Donations of supper, snacks, desserts, water come 
from members of the congregation who can not 
stay.
○ Businesses have also donated food.

● Workers 
○ Need minimum of three congregational 

members to work. Four is ideal.
