Online Gaming Operator Licence: For 
casino, sports betting, bingo, lottery, poker, 
or hybrid iGaming platforms.

These 
include passing basic fit & proper checks, submitting corporate documentation (shareholders, 
structure, agreements), adhering to AML/Responsible Gambling policies, providing a technical 
description of gaming systems, and submitting key person disclosures.
