 Must pass physical abiliƟes examinaƟon. 
 Must pass validated apƟtude test. 
 Must have 18 months or more of Company experience with a saƟsfactory work performance. 

  

Accredited PosƟngs: 

 Must possess, as determined solely by management, a two-year degree or cerƟficate in Electrical 
Technology, Mechanical Technology, or Electric ConstrucƟon/Maintenance from an accredited college or 
university or equivalent as determined by management.

Candidates will be considered based on their seniority and the informaƟon provided on your applicaƟon. 
Candidates who choose to submit incomplete applicaƟons may be deemed unqualified or ineligible for the posted 
posiƟon.
