Under direct supervision to install, construct, inspect, test, operate, and maintain all equipment and faciliƟes in 
electric substaƟons, switching substaƟons, generaƟng substaƟons, and other electric delivery equipment and 
faciliƟes found on the transmission, distribuƟon, or underground systems (including underground network- 
Western Division only).
