The course also provides insight into real workplace environments through practical
learning and a work experience placement. Finally, you will deepen your understanding of your role as a citizen of Aotearoq,

including rights, responsibilities, and how society operates.

This is a youth qualification designed for all learners
aged 16 - 24 (15 with an exemption) who do not already
hold a qualification at level 2 or above.
