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When one prays [the Amidah], he must bow... until he sees
an issar?® opposite his heart.? (Talmud, Berachos 28b)

Driving question:

When dictating the amount one must bow, why does
the Talmud mention the size of the “issar” coin?

“Serve G-d with joy, sings the Psalmist,* and harsh indeed are the

consequences when such joy is lacking.® But then wise King Shlomo

the medieval era its size was no longer known; Rashba (Chullin 45a) states that it is
certainly no larger than half the cross-section of an animal’s windpipe, and R. Yosef Caro
(Shulchan Aruch, Yoreh Deah 34:2) rules accordingly, though Rema ad loc. takes Rashba
to mean that the issar's size must be measured relative to the windpipe of a bird rather
than an animal (see Taz ad loc. for a defense of the Shulchan Aruch's understanding). It
has been suggested that it is identical with the Roman as or assarion, whose size varied
in different eras; R. Chaim Pinchas Benish, in his Middos V Shiurei Torah (p. 169), gives
avalue of 23 mm, or slightly smaller than a U.S. quarter.]

“That two creases form (on his chest or abdomen), one above and one below, with an

issar’'s width of flesh between them” (Rashi ad loc.); “that an onlooker, facing him, would
be able to see only an issar's width over his heart (because it would be foreshortened
from his vantage point)” (Rabbeinu Yonah on Rif ad loc., citing a different explanation by
Rashi); “that the cartilage (the xiphoid process) at the base of the sternum, which is the
size of an issar, should be noticeable” (Aruch, s.v. 70y, first explanation); “that he should
bend his head downwards too, so that if an issar were lying on the ground directly below
his heart, he would see it” (R. Hai Gaon, cited in Aruch ibid. and later authorities).

[The Talmud there presents several other opinions as to how deeply one should bow.
The halachah incorporates all of them, with the proviso that if a person is physically
incapable of bowing his head or body fully, then a slight downward head motion is
enough (Alter Rebbes Shulchan Aruch, Orach Chaim 113:4).]

rhetorically asks us, “What is the use of joy?”¢ So which approach is
correct?

Our Patriarch Yaakov provides an answer in his blessings to his son
Yehudah. Describing the fertility of Yehudah's territory in the Promised
Land, Yaakov says, 1532 *1%, “he binds his grapevine [to a foal]”” That
agricultural product, or to be more precise the wine made therefrom,
“‘gladdens the heart of man,’® stimulating the emotions that are felt in
the heart. In turn, those emotions stem from Binah (“understanding”),’
the intellectual faculty in which one fully grasps an idea (think of the
overwhelming sense of elation one feels when finally mastering a dif-
ficult topic), and indeed wine is seen as evoking Binah. ' But Binah and
wine have a potentially adverse side to them too—"harsh judgments
are attached to [Binah],"' and wine can intoxicate the drinker.'* Joy
and Binah and wine, then, must be kept from exceeding their proper
limits, or as King David exhorts us, “Rejoice with trembling”**

Yaakov’s blessing is that Yehudah will do just that: that he will
“bind” the “vine” of Binah. The faculty that can tame untrammeled
Binah is its partner and opposite number Chochmah (“wisdom”),
the first spark of the idea that is to be developed within Binah, but

also the point of indissoluble connection between the Jew and G-d.*

Chochmah is symbolized by the first letter of G-d’s “personal” Four-
Lettered Name, the letter yud, and accordingly Yaakov's word for this
“binding” is *70x, which can be reanalyzed as “binds to the yud” (+ 7o

,)‘ 15

Prayer, too, can be an ecstatic experience of the closeness to G-d, of
exuberant wine-like Binah.'® Here too, though, Binah alone can lead to
aloss of control, such as getting angry at someone who attempts to ob-
struct his prayers.'” So, as in the blessing of Yehudah, whose very name
bespeaks thankfulness and prayer to G-d,'® we are cautioned that the
“heart” of prayer must “see” the 12'’N—an anagram of *yeh—and be
“bound” to and infused with Chochmah, realizing one’s insignifi-
cance vis-a-vis the Divine and feeling a sense of bittul, abnegation of
the self and of his own agendas, that is the heart of what prayer is all
about."
