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It would seem that Matthew Wong has gone
on a walkabout — that pseudo-psychadelic
journey into the mind via nature that yields
fresh perspectives, muses, perhaps even
visions of another world. Is that Wong
himself in the pictures? That tiny red-clad
figure like Riding Hood who wanders through
the flat color fields of the Impressionism-
meets-Cartoon Network landscapes?

Hard to say, but it is terrific fun searching for
the tiny figure, who appears in nearly every
image, and whose presence lingers in those
in which it does not appear — as if the little
figure has picked up the paintbrush and
decided to depict a still life from inside its
motley world, or to warp the sunset into a
graphic staircase of vivid hues. A journey
into the mind has led to its own explosion in
pigment, the innards splotched in the form of
a soft, uncanny odyssey. See you on the
other side.

Burn me! is an artisic exhibition coming
together to encapsulate the lived
experiences of those from the Los Angeles
community after the devastating Eaton and
Pacific Palisades fires. Personal disasters
shared with radical rightwing political
actions, motivated these artists to share the
visual and physical turmoil experienced, with
both works that have survived the fires and
political works addressing the compromised
state of their union.

The title for the exhibition comes from a
Wally Hedrick painting owned by the
McCarthy family that was sadly lost in the
Eaton Fire. A painting which was a strong
political protest of an American Flag with
bold black text stating "Burn Me!" across it.

Nastya Klychkova is one of the artists
showcasing her work 'ICE-HOLE' within this
exhibition, looking deeper at the role of
women in contemporary Russia, and how it is
both contradictory and vulnerable.

This performance piece by Klychkova explores how women are expected to carry the same

responsibilities as men, whilst the state and society within Russia continue to impose a rigid model of

behaviour around 'traditional' values. In 2017, domestic violence was partially decriminalized in Russia,

but attempts to challenge this have been met with resistance with feminist organizations even being

shut down and control over the female body has increasingly become a matter of state policy.

The ritual of Epiphany bathing- an annual act of 'purification' in which bodily discipline, religious faith,

and social expectations collide in powerful and unsettling ways. Rooted in the practice of spiritual

cleansing through triple immersion water, as a reference to the Holy Trinity, the ritual typically takes

place in harsh winter conditions. Though framed as a voluntary act of faith, the ritual often operates as

another form of behavioral regulation and women who take part in this 'cleansing' find themselves at

the center of public attention. With an unofficial dress code, women usually enter the water wearing no

underwear and thin cotton shirts. After immersion,  the fabric becomes transparent, rendering them

effectively naked. The shock of the cold often brings on uncontrolled emotional and physical reactions

— screaming, trembling, gasping. And yet, in this moment, there  is no shame. These raw expressions

are met not with judgment, but with collective acceptance. For a brief  time, behaviors that are

stigmatized in daily life are transformed into symbols of purity.

Building an ice-hole in a frozen body of water with ice measuring up to 60cm thick, Klychkova

reinterprets the ritual, highlighting it's contradictions and cultural weight. 'Immersion in ice  is no longer

about washing away sin — it becomes an act of shedding imposed shame and guilt. It is about

reclaiming one’s body, voice, and right to feel. Women can cry, shout, tremble, or fall silent — without

fear of  reproach. Within this space, they affirm their right to exist freely, as they are. The act becomes

a moment of shared experience and mutual recognition — where women come together  across age,

ethnicity, and identity. It is not the woman who conforms to the norm — it is the norm that loses  its

power.'
