Check the clutch and throttle work smoothly – no sticking.
Check that the steering moves freely.
Check front, rear and park brake.

Lights are working, clean & clear.
No warning lights on dash.
Check the brake fluid, coolant and oil for leaks. 
Check the fuel level.
If spray tank fitted, ensure secured/compatible with load limits.
Check air filter clean. 
Check for loose joints or excessive movement.
Inspect chain for correct adjustment and wear.
Check drive shaft for leakage.
Inspect for damage or tears.
Panels and frame are secure and damage free.
Bolts are tight and not rusted.
Towing gear / hitch secure.
All gauges and switches are working.
Ignition cut-off/kill switch working.
Check wiring for damage.
Helmet – strap and clip, no cracks, check expiry date (5
years from purchase).
If additional safety features added, check working and in
good condition.
Wash regularly but avoid high pressure hoses directly on fittings. 
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
