
The faster you ride, 
the less time you 
have to react.
You can’t see the hazards 
coming up, like ditches  
or loose stones.

High speed makes 
rollovers more likely,
especially if  
the ground is  
uneven or sloped.  
If you’re speeding and
turning, that’s worse!

If a quad bike  
rolls, a faster speed 
means greater force, 
which means you  
are more likely to  
be seriously injured. 
Or worse.

How fast do we  
travel going down 
slopes?
