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Lifelong Learning

SVWC Lifelong Learning will host sessions
every Monday in September starting at 2:00
p.m. and ending at approximately 3:00 p.m. in
the Abbey. The session Monday, September
1, Labor Day, is called “The Changing Nature
of Work.” American workers and their work
ethic are the driving force behind the most pro-
ductive economy and one of the highest stand-
ards of living in the world.

Monday, September 8, begins a three-
session series by Ron Hamme “Looking at
Art.” Self-Portraits: Artists have always been
interested in capturing interesting faces — the
young and beautiful, the famous and infamous,
the strange and the ideal — anyone they can
find to pose. Yet most of them also on occa-
sion turned to their own countenance for sub-
ject matter. Two of the most famous painters,
Vincent van Gogh and Rembrandt, used the
self-portrait more than any others to show their
personal and tragic battles with life. What story
do they tell?

September 15 Ron turns to “The Land-
scape.” What is a landscape? What can it tell
us about the artist? Whom was it meant for?
When was it done? What was the purpose or
intent for it being made? What meanings can
be secreted within it? What is the story pre-
sented through it? These are questions any
serious viewer should try to address when
looking at a landscape.

September 22 Ron concludes his series
with “Other Regional Gothic Cathedrals.”
While France is always considered the birth-
place of the great Gothic cathedrals, other
countries quickly picked up the concept and
made their own versions, some very similar,
some very different and unique. If we take the
initial criteria of what a Gothic cathedral should
be as a starting point, we can see how the bril-
liance, originality, and beauty of local cultural
traditions inspired and evolved this remarkable
medieval endeavor.

Our September 29 session returns to
Great Decisions-style discussions on the topic:
Fiscal (the federal budget) and monetary
(the Fed) policy in the U.S.

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Chaplain’s Message

Back in 1980, singer Mac
Davis had a hit song on the
radio entitled /t’s Hard to Be
Humble. Maybe you remem-
ber it. It went something like
this:

“Oh Lord, it's hard to be humble when
you’re perfect in every way.
I can't wait to look in the mirror ‘cause | get
better looking each day.
To know me is to love me. | must be a heck of
a man.
Oh Lord, it's hard to be humble, but I'm doin’
the best that | can!”

While the song still makes me laugh, it also
reminds me of the importance of exercising an
appropriate degree of humility, something Je-
sus often saw fit to address with his listeners.

In the Gospel According to Luke, we read
about Jesus who has been invited to a meal
at the home of a leader of the Pharisees
where he notices several of the guests taking
seats of honor for themselves. Using a para-
ble, Jesus suggests it would be better for
them to take the lowest place to begin with
and then leave it up to the host to offer them a
better seat. In this way, Jesus says, you will
be honored, adding that those who exalt
themselves will be humbled, and those who
humble themselves will be exalted.

British writer and lay theologian C.S. Lew-
is said, “Humility is not thinking less of your-
self; it’s thinking of yourself less.” But admit-
tedly, it's hard to be humble. We are taught to
be proud of our accomplishments. And while
there's nothing wrong with that in and of itself,
like the Pharisee, we often get too caught up
in our pride and self-righteousness.

Humility is a powerful virtue that fosters
growth, understanding, and connection with
others. And in a world where humility seems
to be in short supply, Jesus’ guidance reminds
us of our call to humble ourselves.

Songwriter, folksinger, guitarist and fid-
dler Kate MacLeod returns with her “Mind the
Gap” quartet to present “Neo-Traditional Ameri-
cana” music.

Kate has a following in Europe and in the west-
ern USA.
