PART is located

in the historic
Southern Pavilion
in Vienna’s Prater
Park, a unique
setting with arich
artistic heritage.

The space includes six work studios,
a multifunctional exhibition hall, and
the "Bar des Amateurs.” Renovated be-
tween 2023 and 2025, it offers modern
facilities while preserving its historical
character.

The Southern and Northern Pavilions
have been used as studios for around
140 years, known as the "Praterate-
liers’, and serving as Federal Sculpture
Building. Currently, fifteen artists work
there, maintaining a direct link to the
local art scene.
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The surrounding landscape, with its
centuries-old trees and protected
green space, provides a tranquil yet
inspiring environment for research,
reflection, and creation.

Its proximity to Vienna's vibrant cultural
scene ensures dynamic interactions
between residents and the local ar-
tistic community.
