In both trials, Jesus affirmed He was the Son of God and
the King of the Jews. 

They mocked His identity by dressing Him in a scarlet robe. 

Theft: They stole His garments and cast lots for them. 
Matthew 27:35 

Apostasy: “You who destroy the temple…” Matthew 27:39 

They tested His power — “Come down from the cross.” 
Matthew 27:42 

They mocked His relationship with God — “He trusted in 
God… He saved others…” Matthew 27:42-43 

Lack of solidarity from His friends during prayer. 
Matthew 26:34 

He was betrayed by a close firend. Matthew 26:49 

He was abandoned: all His friends fied. Matthew 26:56 

He was despised by His people: — they chose Barabbas 
and cried out “Crucify Him!” The crowd rejected Him. 

He was stripped and puplicly shamed. Matthew 27:28 

He endured cruel mockery. Matthew 27:38 

He was humiliated by being spit on by soldiers. 
Matthew 27:30 
He was rejected by the crowd – those who passed by 
mocked Him. 

He was dishonored: counted among the wicked. Mark 15:28 

The greek verb ENCATELEIPES 
means "Why have you le� me bound and 

con�ned, �ed up and enclosed?"
