SAFETY INFO

+  Always keep the muzzle pointed in a safe direction. Never paint it at something you don't want to
shoot. Keep the muzzle pointed either upwards or downwards towards the ground.

= Make sure you note the danger distance of the air rifle i.e. how far the pellets can travel. Also
ensure that your target has a safe backstop ie. Think of what you might hit if the pellet misses or
goes through the intended target.

= Always keepyour finger away from the trigeerand out of the trigger guard until ready to shoot.

= An air rifle has a potential of serious injury. Treat every rifle as if it were loaded. Keep it unloaded
until ready to shoot. Move the safety lever to of f position only when ready to shoot.

= Anair rifle “Safety”™ is a mechanical device: Like all mechanical devices, it can fail, Never rely on an
rifle's "Safety” to protect you and others from unsafie handling. A safely is not a substitute for
commaon sense and good safety procedures.

= When removing any air rifle from storage, or when receiving it from another person, check
immediately to seeif itis loaded.

= Do not drink and shoot. Handling and using an air rifle requires your full and continuous attention,
alertness, and unimpaired judgement.

Before you begin oiling or cleaning your rifle, always check to make sure it is unfoaded., (Do Not over -
lubricate the Rifle)

It is recommended to clean the barrel with a pull through every 500-1000 shots. Do not use harsh
firearm bore cleaners,

After a period of time, the O-rings on the fill probe will need to be replaced. The need for this will
become noticeable if air is heard leaking from the fillprabe or the fillprobe is ejected from the port while
charging the rifle. Always ensure ta replace both O-rings on the fill probe,

Store ina place that is dry and dark. Store the rifle with a pressure between 200-90 bar for Minotaur B-X3

SAFETY OFF

Safety button can be set to "OM' and 'OFF* position manually, To set the safety to "ON’, push the safety
lever to the right. The rifle has to be in cocked position while moving safety from "ON" to "OFF or vice
versa, In this position, the hammer is blocked and the airrifte cannot fire.

To move the safety to "OFF", push safety lever to the left after cocking the rifle. In this position, the
rifle is ready o shoot [Fig. 2} CAUTION: Unit you are actually ready to shoot, keep the safety in the
'ON' positian (Fig, 1)

& Before firing the rifle ensure safety is in fire position.

4. FIRING YOUR AIR RIFLE

Ensure the cocking handle is fully closed betfore firing the rifle as its performance will be affected ifnot
fully closed. Close the cocking handle till it locks in place. Aim at your intended target and disengage
the safety and prepare to shoob. Pull the trigger pently and the rifle will fire. To reload rifle, pull the
cocking handle toits rear-most position and follow the section 2.(Cocking, Loading & Locking).

MOTE: Many factors affect the velocity, including the ammunition brand and weight. [ubrication,

harrel condition and temperature,
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
