Free college counseling and test preparation 

for students from communities that are 

underrepresented in higher education



After years of building our academic 

mentorship business, we decided to tackle 

one of our long-held goals: providing pro 

bono support to students from communities 

that are underrepresented in higher 

education.  

 

Every year, ESM mentors devote at least 10% 

of their collective time to working with 

scholarship students in our equity program. 

 

This summer and fall, ESM will identify 

deserving students who will receive completely 

free one-on-one college counseling, test prep, 

and academic tutoring from ESM mentors 

throughout the entirety of 2023. 

 

To select our scholarship students, we rely on 

partner organizations such as yours to help 

introduce students to this program and 

support their applications. 

What is ESM’s 
Equity Program?
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Eligible students will be those from the class 

of 2024 (current juniors in high school) who 

come from underrepresented backgrounds 

in higher education.  

 

We define “underrepresented” as those who 

identify as part of a marginalized racial group, 

and/or those who will be first-generation 

college students.

Who is eligible?
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The application will open June 15th, 2022. 

The priority deadline is September 1st, and 

the final deadline is October 1st. 

 

Students will be required to fill out an 

application, write multiple short essays, obtain 

at least one letter of recommendation, and 

send in an unofficial transcript showing their 

high school grades. Additionally, students will 

be able to record a ‘video cover letter’ or take 

part in a personal interview with a member of 

our team in order to ensure we understand 

each student’s background and determination 

to take part in the program.

What is the 
application process?
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Given the large number of students eligible 

for this program, we would like to partner 

with grassroots organizations such as yours 

to identify students who will most benefit 

from this experience.  

 

We are hoping that you can help spread the 

word about these scholarships to students in 

your community who meet the eligibility 

requirements and who will take full advantage 

of the mentorship, tutoring, and counseling 

that ESM can provide. 

What is the goal of 
our partnership?
