YOU HAVE THE RIGHT TO PRIVACY & ENJOYMENT

You have the right to privacy and general enjoyment.
However, your landlord still owns the home. To balance this
right, they must ask and schedule times to come into your
rental space for maintenance. They should give 24 hour
notice and only visit between 8am-8pm.

You can only be evicted for certain
reasons, and they must give you

written notice using a special form
