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1. Who we are

2. What information we collect

3. Why we collect your information
We collect and process your personal data to:

· Monitor, evaluate, and report on the impact of the programme to the funding bodies
· Meet our obligations under the terms of government funding
4. Lawful basis for processing
We process your data under the following lawful bases as defined by the UK GDPR:
· Article 6(1)(e): Processing is necessary for the performance of a task carried out in the public interest or in the exercise of official authority.
· Article 9(2)(g): For special category data (e.g. equal opportunities information), processing is necessary for reasons of substantial public interest, specifically equality of opportunity monitoring.
5. Who we share your information with
Your information may be shared with:
· The Department for Science, Innovation and Technology (DSIT), as the programme funder
· The UK Tech Cluster Group, which supports the delivery and evaluation of the programme
We will not share your data with any other third parties unless required by law.
6. How long we keep your data
We will retain your personal data until 31 March 2026 to allow for programme evaluation and reporting. After this date, your data will be securely deleted or anonymised.
7. How we store and protect your data
Your personal data is stored securely on password-protected systems accessible only to authorised programme staff and partners. We take appropriate technical and organisational measures to prevent unauthorised access, alteration, or loss of your information.
8. Your data rights
Under UK data protection law, you have the right to:
· Access the personal data we hold about you
· Request correction of inaccurate information
· Request deletion of your personal data (where applicable)
· Object to or restrict processing of your data
· Complain to the Information Commissioner’s Office (ICO) if you believe your data has been mishandled
