Parking Registration Rules and Regulations
By filling out and completing the parking application and returning it to BHS, we (parent and student), are stating
that you have read these rules and regulations that cover student driving/parking and agree to comply to the
regulations as stated. You also certify that the student is properly licensed by the State of Michigan and is willing
to comply with school authorities concerning driving/parking at Brighton High School.

Please note that parking spaces are limited. Priority for parking privileges will be based on Year of Graduation.
Legally licensed Sophomore drivers will be issued parking permits based on availability.

Procedures to register:

Parking Permit Applications will be available on the assigned registration date in August.

Students with outstanding fines will not be allowed to register until previous fines are paid in full.

Students must present their vehicle registration and driver’s license at the time of registration

The Parking Application must be signed by the parent and the student.

The parking fee is $60.00 per year

Parking passes are not transferable.

Students cannot purchase a Parking Pass with only a ‘Driver’s Permit’

Each person will be issued 1 hang tag. If a student is driving more than one car, all cars must be

registered, and the hang tag should be in the vehicle driven.

9. [If there is more than one high school driver in the family and each are driving separate vehicles, each
student must register their vehicle, separately. It is $60 per vehicle.

10. You cannot purchase a Parking Pass for another student.
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Parking Rules

1. All vehicles driven and parked at BHS must be registered.

2. All tags must be placed on the rear view mirror with the pass number visible from the front of the car.

3. All vehicles are to be kept locked at all times to help control unauthorized use or theft of items from the
car. Students are not to keep any materials in their car that are prohibited under the BHS student
handbook.

4. Students must park in their assigned lot only.

5. Vehicles parked at BHS without being properly registered and with hang tags properly displayed will be
issued a citation by campus security according to the following schedule:

a. 1% Offense- Warning: Orange sticker placed on driver window

b. 2™ Offense: Ticket issued. $5 Fine.

c. 3" Offense: Ticket issued, $10. Loss of driving privileges. (those losing privileges will have
their pass made available to new drivers).

6. Atno time is a student allowed to park in designated ‘Staff Lots’, regardless of when they arrive to
school. Penalties for parking in the staff lot are:

a. 1" Offense: $25 fine.

b. 2™ Offense: Loss of driving privileges for the remainder of the year. In addition, any driver
cited for parking in a staff lot will be relegated to the Overflow or North Stadium lot for the
remainder of year.

7.  Motor vehicles are to be parked in the designated lots at the beginning of the school day and not
accessed again without proper authorization from an administrator until the end of the school day. BHS
has a CLOSED CAMPUS POLICY. Leaving campus during the school day will result in the loss of
parking privileges.

8. By providing the school district with this application, the student and parent/guardian agree that the
vehicles described will remain properly licensed and insured so as to operate under the laws of the State
of Michigan

9. Students must follow the directive of our School Resource Officer and Campus Security. Reckless
and/or careless driving, or other improper driving, will not be tolerated. Driving privileges will be
withdrawn for violations and the Brighton City Police Department may issue civil citations for all
infractions.
