The Itswoot is a custom Landing Craft Mobile (LCM) re-
built to serve coastal locations on the northern border of
the Gulf of Alaska. Most small locations do not have
developed dock systems and rely on vessels that can land
directly on unimproved beaches.

Itswoot (n.) — it-swoot; from Chinook Jargon, meaning
“bear,” symbolizing strength and endurance.
