REVALUATION
2025 was a revaluation year.  All property types had their values updated in relation to the January 1, 2023, valuation base date. The RM uses these figures to calculate property taxes.

SPECIAL SERVICE AREA (SSA) – SCEPTRE
On January 1, 2023, the Village of Sceptre was voluntarily restructured back into the RM of Clinworth as a Special Service Area known as Division 2.

Infrastructure in the community of Sceptre is aging, and the next big project is the Lift Station.  The RM is working with KGS Group to replace the Lift Station and has secured funding under Communities in Transition to do so.  

With restructuring, Sceptre applied for Capital Funding and has been approved for $662,557.00 to date for the following projects:
· New Pump House Furnace 	- Building Demolitions		- D&R Plan at Sceptre Waste Disposal Site
· New Lift Station			- Operator Certification Course	- Phase II ESA at Sceptre Waste Disposal Site
· Hydrant & Valve Replacement	- Sidewalk Replacement		- Water & Wastewater Generator Project

Volunteers play an important role in the successful operation of many of the SSA’s services.  Council would like to thank everyone who helps in any way to make Sceptre a great community to live in.  Please continue to do your part, keeping your yards looking presentable.  Lots should be checked for overgrown grass, weeds, overhanging branches and junked vehicles.

DEVELOPMENT & BUILDING PERMITS
On January 1, 2024, the Ministry of Government Relations mandated new legislation under the National Building Code and Construction Code Act.  The Construction Codes Act delegates the administration and enforcement of building construction to local authorities.  The RM of Clinworth passed a Building Bylaw in December 2023 as required:
· Prohibiting any person from starting the construction, erection, placement, alteration, repair, renovation, demolition, relocation, removal, use, occupancy or change of occupancy of any building unless that person is authorized by a permit to do so
A building official was appointed by the municipality to ensure compliance with the National Building Code of Canada and other relevant building standards. Building officials are responsible for:
· Providing plan reviews, inspections and enforcement services
· Inspecting existing buildings
· Advising and consulting building owners or contractors
· Administering and enforcing building standards

The RM has regulations in place for structures or developments regarding road proximity.
Please be advised that if you are digging a dugout or installing water lines, building a fence etc. this is considered development, and a Development Permit is required from the municipality (and the above regulations apply.)  CALL SASK FIRST CALL (1-866-828-4888) before any digging.
According to Bylaw No. S-27, no person shall plant trees, shrubs, or situate buildings, corrals, stone piles, portable structures, machinery or other objects:
	a) within one hundred and fifty feet from the centre line of any road; or
b) within three hundred feet from the intersection of two or more roads.
This bylaw does not apply with respect to structures or developments situated prior to the passing of the bylaw in 1965. 

IMPORTANT!
If you are making any changes to the land, use of the property, a building, etc.  you will require a PERMIT.  Please contact the RM office prior to any work being done. 

ZONING & OCP
Council has been in the works with planning consultant Tim Cheesman and CORE Geomatics to create an up-to-date Zoning Bylaw and Official Community Plan as required under legislation.  The RM has put in for funding under the Canada Community-Building Fund to cover costs associated with the documents.  A public hearing was held on June 19, 2025, and Council is awaiting further approval from Community Planning.  

FIRE DEPARTMENT
In 2024 the RM purchased a 2011 Pumper and sold the 1984 Fire Truck.  If you are interested in being on the Sceptre Volunteer Fire Department, please contact the RM office or Fire Chief, Joel Armstrong.
Fire bans are implemented when the fire risk is high.  This RM has both the river hills and the great sandhills which are at a higher risk of fire when they do not receive sufficient rain.   If you are planning a control burn, please call the Non-Emergency Controlled Burn number (1-800-404-4911).

LOADING/UNLOADING OFF ROAD ALLOWANCE
It has come to the attention of Council that farmers are loading/unloading grain, fertilizer, water etc. and utilizing the road allowance to do so.  Some are using the road for parking.  This is not only dangerous but not acceptable and should the practise continue; enforcement will need to be taken.

PEST CONTROL
Jeannie Bylo is our licensed Pest Control Officer. Each site within an RM where agriculture produce is (or was) stored or where livestock or poultry are housed (or have been housed) must be inspected at least once a year.  This includes both occupied and abandoned sites.  Bait is provided free of charge to our ratepayers.  It can be picked up at the RM office.

WASTE DISPOSAL SITES
The RM is working hard to meet the Ministry of Environments conditions to keep operating the waste disposal sites.  Both sites required a Phase II Site Assessment and a Decommissioning & Reclamation Plan.  The RM contracted PINTER & Associates to complete the plans.  The Portreeve site used Canada Community-Build Funding to cover associated costs, and the Sceptre Site was covered by Communities in Transition Funding.

If you are a ratepayer of the municipality, you are entitled to haul to these sites: however, the materials that can be hauled are controlled. Garbage is to be bagged to stop litter along the fence and inside the grounds.  

GRAVELLING
In 2023 the RM had Clayton Herman successfully complete his 1A license.  In 2024 the RM purchased a 2016 Freightliner and a 2024 Doepker Cross Dump Trailer to haul and spread their own gravel.  In 2024 roughly 7,500 yards were spread.  

EQUIPMENT
On top of the previous upgrades the RM purchased a 2023 Schulte Mower, 2025 JD Grader, 2020 Packer and a 2024 JCB Skid Steer.
