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Mentors:

Who are you learning from across the disciplines
of your life and work? Rather than identifying one
super-charged mentor, choose to learn from a
variety of people. Identify mentors for the areas
that matter most to you: spiritual, relational,
financial, etc. List the names of the individuals
you are learning from or would like to learn from. 

Core four:

Who are your four closest friends? Who do you
trust to be a truth-teller to you? List their names
below, or ask God who he might be inviting you
to bring into your inner circle.

Prayer partners:

Who is praying for you? These individuals are
invested in your spiritual, emotional, social, and
personal health. Write the names of prayer
advocates in your life or ask God to bring names
to mind of those who would be willing to
regularly intercede for you in prayer.

Mentees:

Who are you pouring into? Who are the aspiring
leaders with whom you can share your own
experiences to invest in their growth? 
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
