Fusible Cap Installation Instructions

1. Check the nipple that the cap is to be installed
~Make sure it is round and has a smooth edge.

2. Always use a new Teflon® gasket.

3. Hand tighten until gasket meets the nipple’s
edge, then use a spanner wrench to snug

Caution: Using a hammer to tighten the cap will
cause damage to fusible material.

The Girard reducer had long been known for it’s
usefulness and durability. The 3"x2" stainless steel
reducer is universally accepted as the standard fitting
to reduce from 3" NPT male thread down to 2” NPT
male thread.

This heavy duty adapter can be used to restore 3”
NPT (tapered) nipples like those found on a tank
trailers clean-out nipples, nose lines, and valve
outlets that have damaged due to “cross threading”.
Also, threads that are galled, out of round or partially
stripped can be renewed without the need for costly
work to the trailer. The female side of the adapter
seals against a Teflon® gasket (supplied as standard)
and the male side is a faced flat seat.
